Further Learning

Further training pathways from this qualification include AUR30620 Certificate Il in Light Vehicle
Mechanical Technology and AUR31120 Certificate Ill in Heavy Commercial Vehicle Mechanical
Technology, along with many other certificate qualifications within the Automotive Retail, Service and
Repair Training Package. Employment opportunities may arise through our Group Training Organisation as
an apprentice placed with a host employer. However, there is no guarantee of this. It will be dependent on
performance, work ethic, and the staffing needs of our host employers.

Duration

The qualification is delivered in a full-time Pre-Apprenticeship course for approximately 20 weeks.

The weekly schedule consists of 3 days training and 2 days of work placement with a host employer,
organised by the MTA WA Training Inc. This schedule gives the employer a chance to consider them for an
Apprenticeship. To successfully complete the Pre-Apprenticeship all participants are required to complete
a minimum of 150 hours of work placement, which must be completed within the course duration.

Mode of delivery
The delivery mode utilises a simulated workplace to develop learning strategies mirroring real work
practices. This program will be delivered through a range of teaching and learning strategies, including:
« Practical workshop-based demonstration and practice activities in simulated work environments.
« Training room delivery, consisting of face-to-face sessions covering theory, multimedia learning, and
group work.
« Work placement which allows learners to be fully immersed in a real work environment.
